(MSWD) on another successful free farm tire disposal collection! The most recent 

collection occurred December 1-3, 2011, and resulted in 33.13 tons of tires being 

brought to the facility by 83 residents of Montgomery County. This free service helps 

residents beautify their property, cleans up the environment, and promotes recycling! 
 

If you missed the drive this last time, don’t worry! You have another opportunity to 

get rid of your old farm tires on Thursday, March 22 through Saturday, March 24, 

2012. Farm vehicle tires without rims will be accepted for disposal FREE of charge at 

both the North and South Solid Waste Facilities during these dates. Montgomery 

County's farming community is encouraged to take full advantage of this free service 

and properly dispose of all their old implement tires. 
 

From March 22 - 24, the MSWD is not limiting the number of farm tires brought in for 

disposal, but a driver's license will be required to establish proof of Montgomery 

County residency. In addition, please note that the Ohio Environmental Protection 

Agency (OEPA) requires a “Tire Manifest” for anyone transporting more than 10 tires 

per load.

If you are a native of southwestern Ohio, like me, 

then you are probably very familiar with bush     

honeysuckle, commonly known as “honeysuckle”. I 

remember growing up with the fragrant smell and 

beautiful flowers of honeysuckle every year. We 

would even play in it, building forts in the thickets 

that it would create. Back then we never thought 

anything about the ecological role it would play many 

years later and the problems that could arise from 

its presence. 
 

Exotic (or non-native) bush honeysuckle was introduced to the US many years ago as 

an ornamental plant, for erosion control, and for wildlife habitat. Exotic bush        

honeysuckles are native to Eurasia and have become very aggressive invasive plants 

here in the eastern United States. Bush honeysuckle can grow 6-18 feet tall, has     

hollow stems, egg-shaped opposite leaves, white to yellow tubular flowers, and many 

bright red berries in the fall. The berries have many seeds per berry and are a big part 

of why it is so invasive. It is spread quickly by birds, seeds to ground, and vegetative 

sprouts. 
 

When bush honeysuckle invades an area, the habitat can be overtaken very rapidly 

and the dense layer of honeysuckle that is formed can have serious ecological effects. 

The dense canopy created by honeysuckle decreases light availability for native plants. 

It depletes the soil nutrients and moisture native plants need to survive. Native plant 

species are quickly crowded and shaded out in these situations. Bush honeysuckle is 

most common in woodlands, edge habitats, and grassland or idle/open areas. 
 

Bush Honeysuckle can also have a negative effect on bird populations, and acts as an 

ecological trap for many bird species. Bush honeysuckle can produce a large amount 

of food for bird species and many species eat it. But, the berries are high in carbs and 

low in fats and other important nutrients. This causes birds to struggle more during 

migration and resident birds to have tougher winters. Higher mortality and lower  

reproductive rates can result from weakened birds. Also the birds that tend to use 

honeysuckle as a food source (cardinals, robins) are generalist species and would   

easily adapt to using other food sources. It has also been shown that nest predation is 

increased in bush honeysuckle thickets. 
 

Now, hopefully you are asking, what can I do about the honeysuckle on my property? 

Mechanical and chemical control is the primary means of removal, but timing and 

method can be important. The best thing would be to have a professional assess your 

property and make recommendations on control. Contact ODNR Service Forester 

Casey Burdick, at 513-932-6836, Casey.Burdick@dnr.state.oh.us, for assistance. 
 

For areas of significant infestation, the USDA does offer some cost-share programs 

for controlling bush honeysuckle on private lands. Please contact NRCS District
